Farm and Garden Camp CITs are enthusiastic about working with young people, have a love of the outdoors and all things agricultural, and are interested in enhancing their leadership skills, including communication, teamwork, decision making, developing increased confidence, caring, responsibility, respect, organization and creativity.  The CIT/FIT position is for young people (15 to 20 years old) who are highly motivated, ready to accept the additional responsibility of leadership, and enthusiastic team players.
